We found that 103 000 number of New-Zealand troops and nurses served in The Great War
(1914-1918). 42% of men military age served in NZEF, 16697 New-Zealand soldiers were killed
and 41 317 were wounded.

Conclusions : Wellington College’s Teenagers and Lycée Européen’s Students gave
approximately the same answers, they all said that they wouldn’t be ready to go to the war
because they are too young and they couldn’t stand the war.

Even tho some them said yes could go to the war and answer to nation’s call arm Teenagers of

our generation are less brave, less stronger than the old generation.
