Student instructions sheet

Introduction

This assessment activity requires you to develop a writing portfolio in which you gather evidence of your ability to write in French. You are to submit three to five pieces of writing in a writing portfolio. Quality is more important than quantity and the length for each piece of writing should be appropriate for the type of text. However, your three to five pieces of writing will add up to a combined total of at least three hundred words. Your ability to write a variety of texts for genuine purposes to communicate effectively in French will be assessed from these pieces of writing. 

Before you begin collecting your writing, your teacher will discuss the requirements of the standard and what you need to show in your writing portfolio. 

Throughout the year, you will keep a variety of written work in French from which you will select your pieces of writing for assessment. All of your writing will be based on the topics and language you are studying at the time.

Your teacher may also give you general feedback about your writing. You may wish to rework your writing again later in the year before you submit it in your portfolio. For the final assessment, choose the pieces of writing that you think are the best and most effective and that show your writing ability in a variety of contexts.

Task: Teenage life during the First World War
You are part of a group of students who are taking part in the exciting project "Shared Histories", a bicultural and bilingual project between schools in France and New Zealand, initiated by the French Education Ministry and supported by the New Zealand Ministry of Education. We are commemorating the centenary of the First World War (2014 - 2018). The project will have a total duration of five years, thus mirroring the 1914 - 1918 period in time.

Each of you will get a partner in France. You are going to contribute to the wiki "Poppelicot" by communicating with your partner over the coming months. The aim of the cooperation is to learn more about the history, geography and the lives of the people involved in the war in the respective countries. By doing this, you will also complete your 1.5 Writing portfolio where you collate a range of texts. These will be stored on the wiki.

For the writing portfolio you will create a fictitious character, a person your age, who is communicating with a person your age in France about a number of things related to World War I which influenced the lives of adolescents in the respective countries. You write in French, and your partner in France will to respond in English.

In your writing portfolio you could communicate about the following:

· Research and invent a fictitious person of about 15 years of age, and write a letter of introduction from the perspective of this person

· Write an authentic letter of introduction about yourself in order to introduce you to your partner in France before starting the exchange/cooperation

· Write a journal entry from the perspective of your character (e.g. about fear, loss of someone, everyday life in 1914 etc.)

· Write a recipe that was used in war times. Find out in which way the local cuisine was affected by the war, and how people found a way out of food shortages. Was New Zealand affected in the same way as France? 

· Write a newspaper article about something that happened in your town or your country during or at the end of the war (e.g. soldiers departing/returning, a celebration, etc.)

· Write a formal letter to the New Zealand or French government about an aspect relating to the war, e.g. to stop the war, find a lost relative, refuse to enlist, etc.)

· Craft a pamphlet that gives information about someone (a family member, a friend, a teacher) who went missing in action.

· Write an invitation to a celebration/commemoration of the War in your town.

· Craft a brochure about war memorials in the surroundings of your town

· Write a movie review about a war movie
· Write a bilingual phrasebook together about useful things to know for New Zealand soldiers who went to France.
· Any other texts relevant to the task

Be aware that you may not use the exact same topics for your other Internal Achievement Standards: the conversation portfolio (1.3) or your spoken presentation (1.2). Choose your texts wisely, and consult with your teacher before you start.
At the beginning of the assessment, you will discuss with your teacher how you will save and collect the writing. 

Select three to five pieces of your writing, including a variety of texts to submit as your final portfolio. 


Your final writing portfolio will show you can:

· communicate opinion(s) and/or information and/or ideas that are relevant to the tasks

· convincingly and successfully select and use a range of written language features that connect information and/or ideas and are fit for purpose and audience

· use language without including inconsistencies that interfere with communication.

Conditions of assessment 

(to be read in conjunction with the registered Achievement Standard where you will receive explanatory notes and definitions of words such as convincing and effective)
· All work must be your own. Extracts from external sources should not be included without acknowledging the sources. Any extracts from external sources will not be considered in the final achievement judgement.

· Your teacher gives you general feedback about your writing. You may rework this writing before you file it. 

· You will date each draft, as well as your final submitted texts, and sign an authenticity statement. 

· The combined total of your pieces of writing will add up to at least 300 words.
· Language from the language samples may not be used unless it is significantly reworked.

· language features.

Convincing means that there is development of the information, ideas and opinions which is generally credible and connected.  The writer selects and uses a range of language and language features that are fit for purpose and audience.  Communication is not significantly hindered by inconsistencies. 
Effective means that there is development of the information, ideas and opinions which is controlled and integrated.  The writer capably selects and successfully uses language and language features that are fit for purpose and audience.  Communication is not hindered by inconsistencies.

Variety refers to texts selected from a range of different text types, which have been created for different purposes.  At all times the quality of the texts in the selection, considered as a whole, is more important than length.
